CSIO thanks all the people who volunteer to work on the forms.  Everyone’s knowledge and participation is necessary for this process to be successful and to provide forms that will be useful to the industry.  Your time and knowledge is very much appreciated.
Mobile Home Supplement
In section 2, after a long discussion on Garage(s) and Carport(s) fields, it was determined that the values are already capture in the Amount of Insurance for Building and Other Structures of the Habitational Insurance Application and that it really didn’t need to be shown again on this supplement.  It was decided that the fields relating to both of these would be removed.  There will be a need to add a section for Outbuildings on the Habitational Insurance Application and this is on the agenda for the next review of that form.
CSIO was also asked to remove the lines below CSA Label # in section 3 since there won’t be any fields or information required in those areas.  

This form is now complete and will not be reviewed at the next meeting.

Vacation Trailer Supplement

CSIO asked, if a trailer is permanently parked in a Park, would the brokers and insurance companies not want to know which Park?  The answer was yes, you would want to know which Park.  A field was added in section 1 to capture the Park Name.
CSIO was asked to make section 3, 3(A) instead and make it specific to Trailer Coverages and create a section 3(B) to capture Discounts and Surcharges.  The % field and the Applied to Premium (Y/N) fields were removed from section 3(A) as they relate specifically to discounts and surcharges.  Section 3(B) for Discounts and Surcharges was added and is set up identical to the way Discounts and Surcharges sections is set up on other CSIO forms.
In section 3(A), amend Total Estimated Premium This Page to read Total Estimated Premium This Section.

This form is now complete and will not be reviewed at the next meeting.
Solid Fuel Heating Questionnaire
In section 5, amend Explain to read Explain Modification and amend Cause to read Cause of Fire.  Move the entire section on the next page below section 7.  The attendees felt that it would be easier when completing these questions if the picture is right there for them to refer to.
Section 6 was reworked to keep Masonry Chimney details together and Metal Chimney details together followed by information that relates to both.

A new draft was created to be reviewed at the next Forms Meeting scheduled for February 25, 2010.
Personal Lines Umbrella Insurance Application
In section 4, following the heading of Applicant Data there was a sentence in brackets that read (As allowed by Provincial Regulations).  This sentence does not exist on any of the other forms for the Applicant Data section.  We removed that sentence to keep it consistent between forms.
Personal Lines Umbrella Insurance Application (cont’d…)
In section 5, question 3 “Does the applicant have liability coverage not listed?” was removed as it will be answered by the new question being asked in question 5 “Are there any owned properties, automobiles, watercrafts or recreational vehicles not covered by any of the listed underlying policies?”.
Question 4 is now question 6.

Question 5 is as per above.

Question 6 is moved up as question 3 and (Prior 6 years) was moved behind the word “serious”.

Question 7 is now question 4 and the new question 7 is “Do any members of the household serve on a board of directors?
Questions 8, 9 & 10 remain as is.

In section 6, following the heading of Operator Information, add (All operators of automobiles, watercrafts and recreational vehicles).
In section 7, move question 1 down so that it becomes question 3 and questions 2 and 3 become questions 1 and 2.

In section 8, remove the words “Other (Specify)” and place a line there for users to enter a limit not already listed.  Also move the Base Premium $ ___________ to the end of the line to line it up with the other premium fields on the form.
In the heading of section 9, 10, 11 and 12 add the words (Owned and/or leased) and also in the same sections, amend the word “Premium” to “Additional Premium”.  

In section 9, remove field ‘# of units leased”.

In sections 11 & 12, remove the field “Leased Y/N”.

In section 13, amend “Basic Annual Premium” to read “Base Premium”

A new draft of this form will be reviewed at the next meeting scheduled for Thursday, February 25, 2010.

Certificate of Liability Insurance 
In section 3, add “to which this certificate applies” before the comment in brackets.
In section 4, amend the first sentence as follows “This is to certify that the policies of insurance listed below have been issued to the insured named above for the policy period indicated notwithstanding any requirements, terms or conditions of any contract or…

Also in section 4, the Amount of Insurance field must be wider, please make the Effective Date and Expiry Date fields smaller to allow more room.

Under Coverage, on Commercial General Liability Bodily Injury and Property Damage Liability, move – General Aggregate down one line so that both this field and Each Occurrence have their own lines to enter Amount of Insurance.

Certificate of Liability Insurance (cont’d…) 
Remove the 2 blank selection boxes below Automobile Liability – Leased Automobiles **

Allow more room under Other Liability (Specify) so that users can key in what the other liability is and allow for both a policy number and the insurance company name in the section box.  Users will need 2 lines per selection.
In section 5, add the words “named above” following the words “certificate holder”.

Add one additional line to enter name and address information in sections 6 and 7.

In section 8, amend “Issuing Company” to “Issuer”.

A new draft of this form will be reviewed at the scheduled February 25, 2010 workgroup.

We also discussed the need for a Certificate of Property Insurance.  The group did feel that this is necessary.  I’ve asked that they provide samples of what is being used today so that we have something to work from.  We will start working on this at the next forms workgroup.  We would like to keep it’s look as close to the Certificate of Liability Insurance since this is also a Certificate of Insurance.
